Rules & Info

1. All scheduled bus times are appoximate.
Passengers should be at scheduled stops
10 minutes prior to the listed time.
(Flag stops have been eliminated).

2. Inthe event of road work, accident or
weather-related situations, drivers have
discretion to take an alternate route to
avoid delays and ensure rider safety.

3. No food is allowed to be eaten on the bus.
Drinks in plastic bottles with screw-on
caps are permissible.

4. Do not dispose of garbage on the floor
of the bus.

5. Proper hygiene must be practiced by
all riders.

6. Smoking on the bus is prohibited.

7. No pets are allowed on the bus except:
a) animals certified to assist persons with
disabilities or b) small animals being trans-
ported for veterinarian appointments.

8. The established policy for carry-on items
such as groceries or other merchandise is:
all bags must be carried on in one trip.
Bags can be held on your lap and/or placed
on the floor directly in front of you. No bags
can be placed on other seats or in the aisle.

9. The wheelchair lift is for loading and
unloading passengers only. The lift cannot
be used to load groceries or any other types
of packages and/or merchandise.

NO EXCEPTIONS.

10. The manual lifting mechanism for the
wheelchair is designed for emergencies
only. The lift can only be used to assist
a passenger off the bus.

11. Children must be kept under control
atall times.
